The rules put forth in this rulebook are intended as guidelines for the sport of Mud Bogging and the rules relating to the safety of equipment are the responsibility of each driver who participates in the sport of Mud Bogging under these rules.  No express or implied warranty of safety is intended nor may be inferred from the publication of these rules or the compliance therewith.  Nothing herein should be construed as a guarantee against injury or death to participants, bystanders, or spectators.


Specifications and rules set forth in this rulebook are based upon recommendations of competing members, crewmen and other participants in the sport of Mud Bogging.  All participants at the Kingsdale Mud Bog event must assume all liability for any damage or loss caused by or flowing from their equipment and their use thereof.

Operation of Contest Rules

1. Driver must be at least eighteen (18) years old.  Drivers sixteen (16) and seventeen (17) years old must have a parent/guardian sign the waiver form for them.  All drivers and pit crew must sign a release form, understanding that they are competing at their own risk and that they will not bring suit against any officials, promoter(s), and/or property owner.  By signing the release form you agree to all rules set forth.

2. Competition vehicles must be operated in a safe manner at all times within the confines of the track, pit area, and staging areas.  Track officials have the right to stop and disqualify any vehicles not being operated in a safe manner.  Pit area speed is 5 m.p.h.

3. All vehicles must pass tech inspection before competing.  Tech officials have the discretion to issue one (1) warning for a minor  inspection rule violation that does not alter/favor the outcome of the competition.  If presiding officials determine a vehicle is unsafe, officials have the right not to allow the vehicle to compete.

4. Entries will close one (1) hour before event is scheduled to start.

5. A vehicle cannot be registered after the driver’s meeting unless approved by track official.

6. All drivers must attend a driver’s meeting approximately one-half (1/2) hour before the event starts.

7. Any time the competition vehicle’s engine is running, i.e., pits, staging area, track, etc., a driver/pit crewmember must remain with the vehicle.  Failure to comply will be grounds for automatic disqualification.   Only the driver is permitted in the truck while racing.

8. Only track officials are allowed at the trackside during competition.

9. Only the driver/pit crewmember will be allowed in a vehicle when it is being towed or driven while in the pit area, staging area, or track.

10. All contestants must drive vehicle onto the track and into position to compete under its own power and must leave the track under its own power unless for breakage.  Drivers are encouraged to have at their immediate disposal a jumper box/cables.  Possible exception:  Modified and Unlimited Class. 

11. Driver must wait for green light from the starting tree before starting run.  Jumping the starting line before the green light will be an automatic disqualification.  NO exceptions.

12. Vehicle must stop immediately upon signal of red flag from flagman and must stop at stop sign at end of track.  Failure to do so is grounds for immediate disqualification.  This is for cable and non-cable users.  Exception:  Modified, Unlimited and Anything Goes.

Operation of Contest Rules (Cont.)

13. All vehicles are given sixty-seconds (60) to clear the timed area of the mud track OR when “ANY” forward motion stops.  Truck then must exit mud track immediately.  Exception:  Breakdown.

14.    Timing is done from the time the front bumper breaks the starting line beam      to the time the front bumper breaks the finish line beam.

15. If any vehicle/driver is disqualified for any reason, there will be NO refund of entry fee or pit pass.

16. Competition Director or track officials may disqualify a contestant for either emotional/physical reasons.  Example:  recklessness, drugs or drinking alcoholic beverages, disorderly conduct.  Any driver or any of his/her pit crew consuming any intoxication agent, and/or drugs prior to or during the event will be disqualified from the event.  Drivers will be held responsible for the actions of their crew.  Alcohol/drug consumption is not permitted in the pit area.  Drivers/Pit Crew are not permitted to consume alcohol at any time before/during the competition.

17. No one (at any time) will be allowed to verbally/physically abuse any track/staff official.  This would be cause for automatic disqualification.  We have the right to fully suspend any competitor.

18. All tow hook-ups (HITCH) must be solidly secured to vehicle so as to have strength to tow vehicle from pit area without breaking.  (Bumper hook-ups are not allowed.)  NO Chains permitted.

19. When hooked up to the tow cable, you must stop at the end of the mud pit.  If driver does not hook-up prior to run, driver/pit crewmember is responsible for hooking up his own truck.

20. Trucks must be stock transfer case.  Radiators must be in stock location. 

21. Driver/pit crewmember is responsible for picking up part(s) debris left on track during race immediately after their run.

22. If less then fifteen (15) vehicles enter a class, prize purses will be pro-rated accordingly. Trophies may be awarded in letter classes for designated position(s) 1st – 3rd.

23. The Committee Chairperson(s) reserves the right to change any safety rule(s) or racing rules/requirements as they deem necessary.

24. Tech officials will have the final decision on all vehicle classifications.

Operation of Contest Rules (Cont.)

25. Once the call for classes is given, you will have three (3) minutes to get to the staging area on time may be cause for elimination.   Failure to be at designated staging area on time may be cause for elimination.  Only the driver/mechanic is allowed in the staging area.

26.  No one is allowed in the pit area during the race other than driver/mechanic.  Spectators, for a nominal fee, are permitted in pit area before racing begins, half time and at the conclusion of the race.

27. Refunds for breakage and inability to race or continue racing is at the discretion of the Committee Chairperson(s) and will be given in the form of “credit” to be used on another race date. 

28. If signed up for a single letter class, you can move up a class, but double letter cannot drop down to a single letter class.

29. AT NO TIME WILL ALCOHOL/DRUGS BE PERMITTED IN THE PIT AREA.  ANY DRIVER CAUGHT DRINKING OR DOING DRUGS WILL IMMEDIATELY BE DISQUALIFIED FROM RACING AND WILL BE TOLD TO LEAVE AND NO REFUNDS WILL BE ISSUED.

The rules/regulations set forth herein are designed to provide for the orderly conduct of competition events and to establish minimum acceptable requirements for such events.  These rules shall govern the condition of all events, and, by participating in these events, all participants are deemed to have complied with these rules.

No expressed or implied warranty of safety shall result from publications of, or compliance with, these rules/regulations.  They are intended as a guide for the conduct of the sport and are in no way a guarantee against injury/death to a participant, spectator, or official.

The event director shall be empowered to permit minor deviation from any of these specifications herein or impose any further restrictions that in his opinion do not alter the minimum acceptable requirements.  No expressed or implied warranty of safety shall result from such altercation of specifications.  Any interpretation or deviation of these rules is left to the discretion of the officials.  Their decision is final!

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B - C   Classes
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BB – CC   Classes

Requirements

1. Vehicle must be teched at the track with proof of ownership.  Vehicle must be teched with tires on that will be used for competition.  Tires to be used for other classes must be with truck for inspection.

2. Fuel is to be gasoline only, no nitrous oxide, alcohol, nitro methane or any combustion accelerator permitted except for the Modified and Unlimited Class.  Diesel fuel permitted in diesel engines.

3. Must be a stock frame using an OEM type suspension system.  Suspension components shall be of an unaltered stock configuration utilizing the stock mounting points.  After market lift kits are permitted.  Any alterations to power train placement/mounting must run in Anything Goes.

4. Vehicle must have a rear frame solidly attached hooking device with easy access.   All tow hook-ups must be secured to vehicle so as to have strength to tow vehicle from pit area without breaking.  No bumper hook-ups allowed.  NO chain hook-ups permitted.

5. All doors (except Jeeps according to Penn Dot regulations), fenders, hoods, front bumpers, etc., must be securely fastened and in place including beds.

6. Dash and instrument panel must be in place.  Single Letter – full dash cluster.

7. Doors must be able to open from the inside and outside if attached.  

8. All seats must be securely fastened.  No loose objects permitted in vehicles.

9. Windshield must be in place (OEM safety glass or DOT approved windshields).  No broken glass.

10. Battery must be securely fastened.  If relocated, it must be enclosed in a plastic case.  Cannot be fastened with bungi straps.

11. Driver must wear DOT helmet (helmet strap must be fastened), lap belt, long pants, and shirt.  No sandals.  Failure to comply is an immediate DQ.

12. All tires will be measured by DOT size of tire.  Must be uncut DOT tires.

13. Wheel rims must be DOT approved wheels and all lug nuts must be place.

14. Any vehicle with a soft top must have a roll bar securely fastened to frame of vehicle or OEM roll bar.
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B - C   /   BB – CC   Classes

Requirements (cont)
15. No Tran brakes allowed.

16. No V-8 engines allowed in mini class.  V-8 engines in mini trucks and jeeps will run in B or BB class.

17. All vehicles must be operated in a safe manner at all times.  Track officials have the right to stop or disqualify any driver or vehicle.

18. Double Letter classes and Outlaw Class must have 4 pt Harness seatbelt.  Single Letter classes must have minimum of lap belt.  

19. Tech officials will have final decision on all classifications.

21.     A minimum of 2-1/2 pounds ABC dry chemical fire extinguisher secured to the vehicle and convenient to the driver is mandatory.

22.
Truck can place only once per class.  Best time wins.

23. Truck has three (3) minutes to get to pit to run.  

24. ONLY one (1) modification for all single letter classes.  This can include one visual engine modification.

25. MORE than one (1) modification must run in a Double Letter or Outlaw class

26. Must have full exhaust- minimum to behind the driver’s seat.  Headers are allowed and not considered a modification.

27. NO open headers are permitted in single letter class.

A+


This class is a combination of Single Letter A & Double Letter A Classes.  This class must follow Double Letter Class Qualifications.

Street trucks with open exhaust permitted, a maximum 49” DOT tire.



Class A+:  Mini trucks, mid-size trucks, etc.




       4 & 6 cylinder jeeps




       Up to 49” tires

===================================================

1.       Vehicles are not required to have insurance and/or tags but must have proof of ownership and have passed all track tech requirements.

2. Exhaust must be securely mounted.  Any modification other than stock   exhaust, i.e. top, side, bottom, is permitted.
3.      One visual modification to increase horsepower is allowed.  Must have pump, fan shroud (360o or OEM for that vehicle), alternator and complete electrical system in working order (including all belts).  Radiator must be in original location.

4.      Minimum lap belt.
5. NO form of 4 Link suspensions permitted.

6. All general letter class requirements apply.

B  &  C   Classes Qualifications

Stock street trucks with closed exhaust, maximum 36” DOT tire.

Class B:  Sport utility vehicles, Bronco, Blazer (with/without back cab),

V-8 jeeps/V-8 mini-trucks, etc.

Up to 36.00” tires

Class C:  All full size pick-up trucks


     Up to 36.00” tires

===================================================

1. Vehicles are not required to have insurance and/tags but must meet PA State inspection standards.  Must have proof of ownership and pass all track tech requirements.  Ex.  Registration/title/bill of sale.

2. Exhaust must be securely mounted.  Any modification other than stock exhaust, i.e. top, side, bottom, is permitted.  No open headers.

3. One visual engine modifications to increase horsepower is allowed.  Must have water pump, fan shroud (360( or OEM for that vehicle), alternator and complete electrical system in working order (including all belts).  Radiator must be in original location.

4. No farm, specialty, etc. tags allowed.

5. No open exhaust.  Must have full exhaust to at least behind the driver’s door.

6. No body panels.

7. When no specific rule is listed, refer to Operation of Contest Rules for event operations.



BB  &  CC  Class Qualifications

Street trucks with open exhaust permitted, a maximum 49” DOT tire.

Class A+:  Mini trucks, mid-size trucks, etc.




       4 & 6 cylinder jeeps




       Up to 49” tires



Class BB:  Sport utility vehicles – Bronco, Blazer (with/without cab)




        V-8 jeeps and V-8 mini-trucks, etc.




        Up to 49” tires



Class CC:  All full-size pick-up trucks

1. Vehicles are not required to have insurance an/or tags but must have proof of ownership and have passed all track tech requirements.

2.      All double letter classes will be permitted up to 49” tires.

3. Exhaust must be securely mounted.  Any modification other that stock exhaust, i.e. top, side bottom, is permitted.  
4. Roll cages minimum around driver.  1-5/16 minimum attached to frame.

5. 4 Point harness mandatory.

6. Drive shaft  loops mandatory for all double letter/outlaw class.

7. NO form of 4 Link suspensions permitted.

9.       All Rules of Operation of Contest Rules apply.


“X” Class

Must obey the rules of the class your were teched in for.
EXCEPT

DOT tires size is 36.00” and under.

This is for the double letter class who wants to run the smaller tires.  However, single letter class can run in this class as well, if brave enough :o)

33” Class

This class is for the single letter class trucks that want to run smaller tires.  
Class Qualification:  tire size must be 33” or under

Outlaw Class

1.       Must be naturally aspirated.

  NO Nitro enhanced engines.

  NO Alcohol enhanced engines.

  Regular, Diesel, Nitris fuel only.

5. If using Nitris, a fire suit is mandatory.

6. Must meet double letter tech standards

7. Must be stock frame/OEM frame.

8. Can have truck, cut or paddle tires.

Drive Shaft Loop & U-Joint Shield Requirements

For Modified, Unlimited and Outlaw Classes

1. Each drive shaft must have a minimum of one (1) loop.  If drive shaft 

is longer than 12”, it must have one (1) loop for every 12” of shaft.

2. Loop material shall be made of steel no less than ¾” wide and 1/8” 

thick.  If aluminum – minimum of ¼” thick.  NO CHAINS.

3. Maximum clearances to be two (2) inches horizontally and eight (8) 

inches both

4. All driveline U-Joints are to be enclosed in 360(, 1/8” thick steel, or ¼” aluminum shield.  Must be close enough to joint to restrain any broken parts.  Joint may not be visible from side, top or bottom.

5. Loops must be attached securely to the frame or brackets adjoining chain to frame with two (2) or more bolts 3/8” or bigger.

6. Loops on the U-Joints are not to have an inside diameter more than 2” greater than the outside diameter of the U-Joint itself and must be centered over the U-Joint caps.  These loops must be secured with two (2) or more brackets bolted to the output/pinion shaft collars where applicable.  If u-Joint loops are welded on, than they must be welded in at least two (2) points to the axle housing with a type of welding that will penetrate to the cast housing.

7. U-Joint loops are not drive shaft loops unless they satisfy both drive shaft and U-Joint requirements.

1. HEREBY RELEASES, WAIVES, DISCHARGES AND COVENANTS NOT TO SUE the promoter, club, participants, association, sanctioning organization or any subdivision thereof, grounds operator, grounds owner, officials, any persons in any restricted areas, promoters, sponsors, advisers, owners and lessees of premises used to conduct the event and each of them, their officers and employees, all for the purposes herein referred to as “releasees”, from all liability to the undersigned, his personal representatives, assigns, heirs, and next of kin for any and all loss or damage, and any claim or demands therefore on account of injury to the person or property or resulting in death of the undersigned, whether caused by the negligence of the releasees or otherwise while the undersigned is in or upon the restricted area, and/or, competing, officiating in, observing, working/volunteering for, or for any purpose participating in the event;

2. HEREBY AGREES TO INDEMNIFY AND SAVE HOLD HARMLESS the releasees and each of them from any loss, liability, damage, or cost they may incur due to the presence of the undersigned in or upon the restricted area or in any way competing, officiating, observing, or working/volunteering for, or for any purpose participating in the event and whether caused by the negligence of the releasees or otherwise.

3. HEREBY ASSUMES FULL RESPONSIBILITY FOR AND RISK OF BODILY INJURY, DEATH OR PROPERTY DAMAGE due to the negligence of releasees or otherwise while in or upon the restricted area and/or while competing, officiating, observing, or working/volunteering for or for any purpose participating the event.

EACH OF THE UNDERSIGNED expressly acknowledges and agrees that the activities of the event are very dangerous and involve the risk of serious injury and/or death and/or property damage.  EACH OF THE UNDERSIGNED further expressly agrees that the foregoing release, waiver, and indemnity agreement is intended to be as broad and inclusive as is permitted by the Province or State in which the event is conducted and that if any portion thereof is held invalid, it is agreed that the balance shall, notwithstanding, continue in full legal fore and effect.

THE UNDERSIGNED HAS READ AND VOLUNTARILY SIGNS THE RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY AND INDEMNITY AGREEMENT, and further agrees that no oral representations, statements or inducements apart from the foregoing agreement have been made.
